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CERTIFICATE OF INCORPORATION
OF WYOMING HOSPITAL ASSOCIATION
We, the undersigned natural persons of the age of twenty-one year, or more, do by these
presence present, pursuant to and in conformity with Section 17-122.1, Wyoming Statutes
1957, associate ourselves together to form a non-profit organization corporation and do
hereby certify that:

1. The name of the corporation shall be Wyoming Hospital

Association.
2 The term of existence of the corporation is perpetual.
3. The objects and purposes of this corporation are as follows:

A)  To promote the welfare of the people of the state of Wyoming by
helping to provide hospitals and related health service institutions of highest possible
quality care and in such quantity to best benefit citizens of the state of Wyoming; to
promote increased efficiency and economy in health service institutions through
improved management; to present new developments and job training through
educational programs; to coordinate efforts of related organizations; to establish goals
best for recipients of the services of health service institutions; to encourage research into
areas related to efficient management and health care practices; to represent health -
service institutions in government matters at all levels and in association with other
organizations; to engage in programs of fact finding and reporting with respect to

hospitals; to help create an accurate and factual public image of health service
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institutions; to recruit personnel for service to the health occupations and professions;
to affiliate with the American Hospital Association, metropolitan, state and other
national organizations in order to carry out common objectives; and such other activities
consistent with the purposes of this corporation.

B) To render advisory and information services on matters of general
concern to the profession of hospital administration; to advance the study of hospital
administration and to foster and maintain high standards of professional ethics and
practices in Wyoming hospitals; to promote closer relations, understanding and
cooperation among the hospital members and between such members and the members
of other professions which have contact with hospitals; to render and perform any lawful
service and function beneficial to or in the best interests of hospitals generally in the
state of Wyoming; to encourage the enactment or amendment of any law, rule or
regulation of the United States of America or of any agency thereof or of the state of
Wyoming, or any board, bureau or commission thereof, which enactment or amendment
this corporation finds to be in the interests of the people of this state and of sound
hospital administration; and to defray and assume the cost of professional services
performed by licentiates organized by the laws of the state of Wyoming; to issue
publications of all kinds in keeping with the objects and purposes of this corporation.

C) To purchase, own, sell, lease, convey, exchange, mortgage, encumber,
transfer upon trust, or otherwise dispose of all property, both real and personal; to
borrow money, contract debts, and issue bonds, notes and debentures, and to secure the
same; to contract and be contracted with; to receive property by devise or bequest,

subject to the laws regulating the transfer of property by will, and by gift or otherwise
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to acquire and hold all property, real and personal, including shares of stock, bonds and
securities of other corporations, to act as trustee under any trust incidental to the
principal objects of the corporation, and to receive, hold, administer and expend funds
and property subject to such trust; to sue in any court; to have and use a corporate seal,
and to do all other acts necessary or expedient for the administration of the affairs and
attainment of the purposes of the corporation.

D) To do any and all things set forth in this certificate as objects,
purposes, powers or otherwise, to the same extent and as fully as natural persons might
or could do, as principals, agents, trustees or otherwise; to have one or more officers to
carry on all or any of its operations and objects without restriction or limitation except
as herein provided.

The foregoing clauses shall be construed both as objects and powers, and it is
hereby expressly provided that the foregoing enumerations of specific powers shall not
be held to limit or restrict in any manner the powers of this corporation other than as
provided by law.

4. | The number of directors who shall manage the affairs of the corporation
shall not be less than five (5) nor more than eleven (11), as designated in the bylaws of
the corporation.

8 Upon dissolution of the corporation, the assets of the corporation shall be
dissoluted as follows: First, the payment of all debts of the corporation and second, the
remainder to the membership in such a manner that each member shall receive an
amount in direct proportion to the percentage of the corporation total annual dues that

they paid in the year of dissolution.
